Course description: The class will discuss three operas to be performed by 
The Pittsburgh Savoyards this season: Gilbert and Sullivan's Trial by Jury and 
Puccini's Gianni Schicchi, to be performed on October 24, 2010, and Gilbert 
and Sullivan's The Gondoliers, to be performed in March, 2011. Trial by Jury 
relates the story of a trial for breach of promise of marriage which goes awry. 
Gianni Schicchi, written by Puccini in 1918, tells of a Florentine whom Dante 
assigns to hell for forging a will. In the opera he acts to enable his daughter to 
marry the man whom she loves. The song that she sings to convince him, “O 
mio babbino caro,” is very beautiful and will be familiar to many. The 
Gondoliers starts out in Venice and deals with Marco and Giuseppi, one of 
whom may be a king and betrothed to a beautiful Spanish noble woman. All 
three operas have their comic side, though Gianni Schicchi has its dark side, 
too.

Immunology faculty at WVU from 1958-1997 and still volunteers in that 
department. He has an avocational interest in music and literature and served 
as an outside committee member for graduate students in the WVU Division of 
Music from 1972 through 2008.

Evidence 
for actions that can slow the rate of mental decline and simultaneously promote 
brain plasticity will be reviewed.  
 
Instructor’s background:  Irv Goodman is a retired professor of psychology 
and neuroscience, serving as a teacher and researcher at WVU for 35 years.  
His academic interest has been in questions relating cognition and behavior to 
brain function. 
 

14.  Tour of Dogwood Lake Fish Research and Demonstration 
Site

Onsite at Dogwood Lake 
Sept. 21   
 
Course description:  The facility is a passive treatment plant for acid mine 
drainage that utilizes treated water for the production of fish in western 
Monongalia County.  Since 2000, WVU and Consol Energy have partnered to 
produce thousands of healthy fish each year using treated water from 
Arkwright mine.  Although brook, brown and rainbow trout have successfully 
been raised in raceway tanks, this fall we are testing channel catfish, yellow 
perch, and hybrid striped bass.  Join us for a two hour tour and field lecture. A 
bus will depart the Ag. Sciences building at  10:00 a.m. on Sept. 21. 
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Instructor’s background:  Daniel Miller is an aquatic biologist who came to 
WVU ten years ago after working in the commercial aquatic farming sector in 
Florida, Israel, Ecuador, and Honduras.  The species he has worked with 
include shrimp, marine fish, ornamental fish, tilapia, catfish, perch and trout. 
 
 
15.  Henrik Ibsen, Part I

Sept. 21, 28, Oct. 5, 12, 19, 26 
 
Course description:  This course will be offered in two parts, in the Fall and 
Spring terms. In Part I, we'll learn about Ibsen's life and work and watch and 
discuss two or three of his important plays, including Ghosts, The Wild Duck, 
and An Enemy of the People.  Ibsen is the father of Realism and was a voice 
clearly ahead of his time. People seeing his plays today often remark that they 
could have been written yesterday! 
 
Instructor’s background:  James Held has been a WVU professor since 1980 
in the Division of Theatre. Jim’s specialties include theatre history and drama, 
scenic design, period style, and world theatre and drama.  He has directed or 
designed many productions at WVU. He will be directing the first fall 
production of 2010:  Dead Man's Cell Phone.

We shall examine well-known and not so well-known examples of 
Appalachian ballads as both literary and musical forms.  Listening to examples 
will be afforded and if you wish to join in the singing, so much the better! 
 
Instructor’s background:  Bob Burrell is a frequent participant in various 
regional old time and folk music venues and is also interested in the history of 
the Appalachians and their music.

The Americans had 
lost most of their battleships at Pearl Harbor, and had only two aircraft carriers 
ready for action.  The American pilots had little or no battle experience.  The 
available American naval aircraft were obsolete, and were replaced soon after 
the battle.  Japanese naval commanders chose the time and place of the action, 
made detailed plans, and trained carefully for the event.  Conversely, the 
Americans improvised throughout the battle.  Despite all this, the battle was a 
disaster for the Japanese, and turned the tide of the Pacific war.  The class will 
examine the views on how this could have happened. 
 
Instructor’s background:  Leo Horacek is Professor Emeritus of Music at 
WVU.  Leo is also a former naval aviator and flight instructor.  He is on the 
OLLI at WVU Honor Roll for instructors.
